The camera has a fascinating background. ln 1942 the camera
was introduced by Cornu of Paris as the Reyna ll with a
rather ugly external shutter l inkage. Production was then
moved out ofNazi control to the French "free-zone" area at St
Etienne licensed to the P.Royet company. An improved
model Reyna Cross l l l  came out in 1944. One of the few con-
sumer 35mm cameras made during the war.

Tamron USA, Inc. announced today that it has
discontinued the production of the Bronica RF645 (6x4.5) range finder camera model along with
its relevant interchangeable lenses and accessories. The discontinuation of this last Bronica
model marks the termination of the Bronica brand business. Bronica withdrar,re from the medium
format camera business after 47 years since its first model, lheZenza Bronica D, was introduced
in 1959.

rVr. Loyd, who passed away at age 60 in 2001, was an engineer in image research with Eastnan Kodak. He
took early retirement in l99l stating that he wanted to 'reinvent himself" and pursue long unfulfilled passions,
one of which was to enrolll at Syracuse University where he earned a maste/s degree in social work. While he
had linle public notoriety, Mr.Loyd was co-inventor of of the world's first digital camer4 which at the time was
described as a "clunky box ofa device that recorded images on a casette tape". He also designed the motor
drive and electronics for exposure control in the Lunar Orbiter camera which.took the first close-up pictures of
the moon. Arather shy maq in his spare time he composed poetry.
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
