UNEARTHED! The First Single-Use Cameral

PHSNE honorary life member Eaton
Lothrop, Jr. was recently in Popular
Photography magazine talking about one
of his many photo interests.

When was the first disposable (a.k.a. single-use)
camera created? Some readers may recall the
Kodak Fling, the 110-cartridge disposable
introduced in 1987. Others may note that this was
the same year Fuji introduced its 35mm Quick-
Snap—and that Fuji had brought out a 110
disposable a year earlier.

So who was first? Neither. In fact, the origin of
this type of camera predates the trademarks

In March, 1886, one Alexander Pope Whittell, of
San Francisco, applied for a patent for his
“Photographic  Apparatus,” of which “each
sensitized plate has its portable folding camera
attached.” The camera was to be made of “paper
or other suitable material.” instead of a lens, the
camera had a “minute central aperture...of about
one-hundredth of an inch in diameter.” In other
words, this was a paper-bellowed pinhole camera.
As such, it required no focusing and thus no
mechanism for fixing the position of the bellows
extension.

As the sensitized dry plate was permanently
attached to the camera, “the removal of said plate
necessitates the destruction of the entire
apparatus.” This made it the first disposable, or
single-use, or one-timeuse, or whatever-you-want-
to-call-it camera.

While many patents never result in the production
of the actual item, this one did. Even before the
patent’s issue in 1887, Anthony’s
Photographic Bulletin carried an ad for
Whittell's camera under the name “The Ready
Fotografer” (sic). The 3-1/4x4-1/4-inch dry-plate
camera was “for sale by all dealers™ at 25 cents,
which nowadays seems a bargain - but bear in
mind that at that time the average weekly paycheck
in the U.S. was $8.88.

With its fragile glass and paper construction, there
can’'t be many of these still around. In fact, only
one is known to exist, and it resides in the
Smithsonian Institution. =

MOST DRAMATIC OF APRIL PHOTO AUCTIONS SHATTERS ALL RECORDS

. A collector whose name was literally unknown even to most avid collectors of 19th ¢. was Harold
Feigenbaum [1917-1998]. He was a son of the owner of Boston’s Tremont Camera Exchange, described
in The New York Times as a "store for the carriage trade.” He managed the store for a few yeax"s after the
df:&th of his father, and then worked as an X-ray technologist at Boston University. He began to collect
filling "every inch of his two-story house in Marblehead" with books, guns, model boats, war items ’
Scottish Bibles - and the photography of early Boston daguerreotypists Southworth & Ha’wes and otiners
240 daguerreotypes were found of which 70 were full plates. The auction of this extraordinary trove to a.
p.acked house was knocked down for an unprecedented $3.3-million, noted Sotheby’s Denise Bethel. A
single image of two women went for $387,500 (pre-auction est, at $100- $250,000); "A Cloud Stud
went for $354,500 (est. $100-$150,000). 111 of 112 lots offered were sold. : .
