2011 Experience Weekend Show Speaker

The Irwin Studio Portrait Archive: e _ _ _ _
Early 1900s Cochise County, Arizona Title: “The Irwin Studio Portrait Archive:

Early 1900’s Cochise County, Arizona”.

Who: Rick Soloway is a Tucson-based photog-
rapher and image collector and historian. Rick
was asked to survey the Irwin Studio Archive by
the Douglas Historical Society, a collection of
over 5000 5x7 glass negatives! Rick enjoys re-
searching and writing on various aspects of
photo history and photographica collections.

What: Rick Soloway will deliver an interesting
30-minute presentation highlighting some of the
images that he discovered. This collection of
photos reveals an ethnically diverse and cosmo-
politan population of the citizenry of Cochise
County in the early 1900’s. A surprisingly egalitarian collection representing all classes, from
businessmen and managers, to common laborers and cowboys, as well as many America soldiers
who were stationed at nearby Camp Harry J. Jones. These soldiers, under the command of General
Pershing, were brought into the area to defend local citizenry and business interests after raids led
by populist rebel Poncho Villa spilled across the border.
