Notes on Craftex/hollywood Cameras
by Ron Kuykendall

In the post-war rush to satiate the hunger
for cameras, Royce Manufactufing-1525 North Ivar,
Hollywood, 28, CA, marketed the Royce Reflex,
a true TLR for 620 film. A simple rectangular box

of aluminum alloy (aluminum was in surplus after
WWD with leather covering. The Royce featured
a Wollensak Anastigmat 75mm f4.5 lens, geared
focusing to 3 ft., aperture to f22, an Alphax shutter
25-l5O + T & B and a depth of field scale.

The cast back featured a polarized view

the top and a pre-color transparency era bright shiny
pressure plate. The Viewfinder featured ground glass,
four-panel pop open hood, and a cutout ELF frame.
Strap lugs and a Kodak type snap-on post for flash
sync completed the features - not bad for a first time
camera manufacturer in 1946 and a neat application of
some newer technologies from WWII.

The Royce is logical, easy to use except for
the shutter speed selector being unreachable at times
behind the focusing gears. Its small boxed body fits
the hands nicely and weighs little. Performance is
typical of pre-war Wollensak Anastigmat lens unit
with no discernable stigmatism, slight negative barrel
distortion and resolution reaching into the better
ranges especially around f8.

Like so many other cameras, the Royce
disappeared by 1947 only to magically reappear as a

in Hollywood 28, CA. The Craftex Sightseer appeared
in 1947 Royce body with black textured paint, a
simplified four panel hood, and alas, a red window.
Strap lugs were replaced with screw-in buttons that
held the viewfinder in place, and a massive cast
mount with fixed ZELEAR 75mm meniscus lens, B-

I unit, with a cable release on the side replaced the
Wollensak unit. Not much more than a box camera,
easily verified by the images it produces.

Acompanion upgrade, the Sportsman, replaced
the taking lens with an 80mm achromat two cemented
elements in a focusing mount with two waterhouse
stops, fl l & f16 and brought back the original Royce
hood. Lens performance is marginally better. A trvo
prong flash sync was featured on the Sportsman II.
The next model is the top of the line "D" (models
A-C omitted), the Sportsman II with the viewing lens

new designed Pan Achromat fi.7 80mm taking lens.
The shutter was upgraded with a few parts to 50-150
+ T and an exposure table added to the hood.

Following was the E, the most common
model, which is the D with a simple magnifier lens
glued to the upper viewer window. There seems to
be no change in optical performance between the
last four noted versions with all having recognizable
images. The D & E model optics were much more
useable but images become much less contrasty with
enlargement and fine detail is missing even in contact
prints. Quality is just one small step above a quality
box camera. Craftex/Hollywood Sportsman series
appear to have been marketed in 1947-1948. Wirgin
Marketed a reflex during this period, about the time
he returned to Germany after WWII, appears to be a
Craftex/Hollywood Sportsman with lenses relabeled

Davidson Manufacturing, 5146 Alhambra,
L.A. 332, CA reintroduced and advertised the Royce
reflex under the Star-D brand. Star-D was well known
for tripods, slide projectors, dark room items and
other photographic accessories. The Star-D Reflex
added a field lens and a focusing magnifier to the
Royce and advertised it at $53.95 in 1950. I have yet
to find evidence of the actual camera. Any further
information on Craft/Hollywood cameras please email
Ron Kuykendall at <kuykens@comcast.neF.

Camera Designs of Walter Dorwin Teague
Ralph London and Rick Soloway

Walter Dorwin Teague designed many atfractive cameras for Kodak staning in the late 1920s - and
for Polaroid starting n 1947. Based primarily on design patents, we think there are cameras that are
generally accepted as Teague designs and surprise cameras that few realu;e were designed by him. Some
cameras might be his, and some are not his. Teague, a successful commercial artist, first became known for
"Teague borders." He served Kodak as a longtime industrial designer through several nearly distinct phases
of work: adding color and decorative touches, suggesting functional parts, designing entire new cameras
sometimes with others, and reviewing designs of others. His achievements and legacy are impressive.

Ralph London (London@imagina.com) collects
mainly early wood and brass cameras from the
1840s to the early 1900s plus relevant catalogs and
ads. He andwfe Bobbi have created a display at
each Puget Sound Photographic Collectors Society
annual show since 1993 when dnpluys began They
hove many of Teague's cameras A retired
computer scientist living in Portland, Oregon, Ralph
contr ib*es frequently to phot o hist ory publ icat ions.
For manyyears he edited the CascadePanoramafor
the Cascade Photogruphic Hisloricul Society. He
also maintaira an extensive topical collection of
postage stamps on cameras and photography.

Rick S olow ay (r icksol ow ay@hotmn il. com), b orn
and raised in Detroit, graduatedfrom Wayne State
Unwersity with a concentration of study in the
History of Science. Since graduation, he has been a
commercial photographer specializing in images for
the biomedicul sciences.

Rick's collecting interests include
streamline/deco era camera designs as well as
compact, miniature and subminiature cameras. Now
living in Tucson, he is treasurer and a member of the
board of directors of the lflestern Photographic
Historical Societv.
