Died You KRNOW... .
That- Kodak uses the Akzo Sait Mine in Leichester, N.Y., to store master rolls of high speed film-rolls
that are later cut into individual fiim rolls-because the mine offers protection from radiation. The recent
closure of the mine because of a ceiling collapse and water problems did not pose a threat to the film.
That- Ricoh has introduced a potentially collectible, transparent point & shoot camera, model LX22S.
The gears, self-timer, lens cover and other internal parts are colored. List: $39.95.

That- Kyocera Corp, maker of Yashica and Contax cameras, is most famous as an “advanced
ceramics manufacturer”. Kyocera originally bought the bankrupt Yashica camera company to obtain its
electronics division. A short-lived attempt to use the name Kyocera on a camera has apparently been
abandoned in favor of the better known Yashica and Contax.

That- Chinon America, Inc., makes a solid state camera just 1.81 x 2.76 x 0.91 in and weighing 1.32
oz.. designed for use in industrial imaging systems that allow machines to not only know when a part
is in place, but to identify the part and tailor a response accordingly. Th.e camera has an auto iris that

electronically compensates for lighting between 2 and 100,000 lux, adjusting shutter speed from 1/69
to 1/15,000 second. With a /1.8 lens and either a 78 degree or 110 degree field of view, the camera
uses only 1 watt from a standard 12 Vdc power supply. Kodak owns about 15% of Chinon.

The NEW Fllmm System=-Will it arrive In February 1996?

According to Newsweek (Feb.24, 1994), the five partners-Kodak, Fuji, Canon, Monolta and Nikon,
have “reached an accord on a common design for a new film and camera format that could make
today’s gear look clunky. it will possibly be a “pop-in film cartridge about the size of an_AA battery,
using ultrathin polyester material instead of acetate”. It will take about two years to arrive. Meanwhile
single use cameras keep selling better and better-more than all other types of cameras. And they are

getting thinner and thinner.

That...Pentax has sold over 10 million compact zoom cameras internationally since
introducing what the company says was the first compact zoom camera, the IQ Zoom 70, eight
years ago. Their latest model UC-1 weighs only 5.4 ounces and can take pictures as close as one foot
Or panoramic scenes.

That...Ricoh, announcing a 63% surge ($10.3 million) in profits for its fiscal first half gave credit to
digital copiers and benefits from a restructuring program. Not a word on the cameras.

Cyclone and Related Cameras Eaton Lothrop’s winning new book

Reading the history of long defunct companies is like reading the end of a murder mystery before you
read the first part. You know how it ended, you just don't know how it got there. Eaton Lothrop,
one of classic camera’s finest historians takes us through the tangled history of several photographic
companies at the turn of the century in detailing the story of the Western Camera Manufacturing
Company and its products, especially Cyclone brand “drop-plate” magazine dry-plate cameras.

Those not familiar with Cyclone cameras or the company will be intrigued by the tangled web of
interconnected companies that came and went during photography's early years. Especially
interesting was the effect roll film had on an established industry that primary depended on dry glass
plates for their livelihood. Roll film rapidly changed the industry and with tight patents, companies
other than Eastman Kodak, were hard pressed to come up with something the public would buy. The
parallel today with electronic imaging vs chemical based photography is hard to ignore in this
absorbing volume. In addition to the narrative Eaton provides a chronology of the cameras, ad
reproductions, patents and accessories, all of which are valuable additions to any camera collector's
essential library.
