Some Russian Trivia:
FED Histoly (Author unknown)
The FED camera was produced at the Kharkov working commune, which was created in1927.lt
was started with a work force consisting of 150 orphaned boys and girls, the youngest of which
was l3 years old. These child workers were supervised by the Ukrainian police. FED stands for
Felix Edmundovich Dzerzhinsky, a founder of the NKVD and KGB. The NKVD, stands for Narodny
Komissariat Vnutrennih Del which roughly translated means lnterior Ministry. lt all started in June
1932 with camera production planned and based on the Leica ll that was launched in Germany in
April 1932. On the 26th October 1932 the first of 3O prototype Soviet Leica ccipies was assembled.
The following year 1933, was used to tool up for mass production. lt must be remembered that
nothing like this had ever been attempted in the Soviet Union, the economy at this time was
predominantly agricultural. On the 5th November 1932, the first prototype of the planned Leica ll
copy appeared and was called the Pioneer. The camera consisted of more than 3OO parts. The
optics anci prototype cameras were first macje at ihe VOOlviP experimental factory in Leningrad.
Production was halted in June 1934 after less than 500 cameras had been produced. The
production was then transferred to the Geodezia factory in Moscow where it was planned to
mass-produce the camera, which was now known as the FAG, only a lO0 examples of this crmera
were ever produced. The events at the Kharkov FED factory were now bearing fruit and the
camera went into full-scale production in January 1934, the camera now known as the FED I or
Fedka. By December 1934 they had produced ISOO examples. More than 70O,0OO were to be
produced between 1934 and 1955. Historically this is a most significant Soviet camera. lt is a very
close copy of the Leica ll. lt differs in some details and was available at a far more realistic price,
the camera being aimed at the Soviet mass market and not the elite few as the Leica was in the
western world.

The Stereograph
By Ria Ryne

Humans look at the world through two eyes, the
images seen by each slightly different. Our perception of
depth issues primarily from the single image formed in the
mind as a result of the fusion of the right eye and left eye
images. Charles Wheatstone, an English physicist, asserted
that two drawings that reproduced precisely the image
perceived by each eye, viewed by each eye independently
would yield the experience of depth perception. He
demonstrated his "stereoscope" in 1838. The exacting,
laborious work of producing these drawings, however,
rendered this process impractical.

The camera, on the other hand, was admirably
suited for this sort of detailed work, and in 1841
Wheatstone had stereo pairs made from both Calotypes
and daguerreotype, neither of which worked particularly
well. Glass transparencies and paper prints were much
more suitable.

Stereoscopic photo views were introduced
commercially into the U. S. by Langenheim Bros. of
Philadelphia in 1850. Their stereo views were from
albumen negatives printed on albumen coated glass plates.

These were called "Hyalotypes" and were also used as

slides for magic lanterns.
By 1859 the popularity of the photograph was

spreading rapidly, aided, at least in part by a series of articles

in The Atlantic Monthly by Oliver Wendell Holmes. His

first article "The Stereoscope and the Stereograph" briefly
reviewed the history of daguerreotypes and photographs
and stereogtaphs. He also gives advice on the selection of

subjects for a stereoscopic library and compares the relative
merits of glass versus paper stereogtaphs, concluding
"Twenty-frve glass slides well inspected in a strong light,

are good for one headache."
In 1861 Holmes published his second essay, "Sun

Painting and Sun-sculpture with a Stereoscopic Trip

Across the Atlantic". Perhaps the most important feature

of this article is the description of a simple stereoscope, a

light portable board with two lenses, a projecting arm that

supports a small crosspiece to support the stereograph and

a small wooden handle beneath. This type stereoscope was

m.uch less expensive tc buy a-nd nauch :rrcre ccnr''enient tc

use than previous design'and accounted for much of the

The extent of the trade in stereoscopic views rs

difficult to estimate. In the early 1860 s the two largest
producers of foreign views were Ferrier of Paris and The

London Stereoscopic Company; the latter sold nearly

a million views in 1862. In this country the first large

producer was the American Stereoscopic Co. formed by

the Langenheims, but the largest was E. and H' T. Anthony

and Co., which not only imported stereographs, but printed

photos from original negatives purchased from amateur as

well as professional photogmphers.
With the introduction of the Cartes de Visite, the

stereograph was eclipsed for a time aithough it experienced
something of a resurgence in the late 1860 s.

Stereographs have been made by a wide variety
of photographic processes: Talbotype, Daguerreotype,
Albumen negatives, wet and dry Collodion, as well
as gelatin dry plate or film. It would be impossible to
overstate the importance of the stereograph in the spread of
popularity of and interest in photography in general as well
as travel photography in particular.
