A few years ago I decided to find and buy a 5x7 Graflex.
Any modelwould work. So I ended up with my first 5x7

Graflex series B. It was a beater so I put a front surface
mirror and a fresnel in it. That made the Dagor a bit

brighter at least. I had a Fairchild / Craflex aerial bagmag
(these have 12 septums that are made of a type of

hardboard and weigh a ton!!). Combined with the camera

we are talking around 15t lbs. and I sti l l  needed a tripod!

I got my Crorvn #-l out, loaded the bagmag with Tri-X and

was ready to do some serious photography'

hauling the 5r7 monster around. I run Steam powered

traction engines at tractor show's.

"No. NO! NO WAY!!! Ican'tbelieve it!" Those were just

some of the more printable expletives that fell out of my

mouth as Dr. Geoige "Captain Kodak" Layne proudly

showed me the obscure, 1890s photo magazine he had just

bought at the Rochester PhotoHistory Camera Show' The

."ut6.t for my shock was the three full pages of

advertisements for Simon Wing cameras, and one cut in

particular. There before my incredulous eyes was a

completely unknown Wing Camera --- a leather-covered

box detective called the "Boston."

When I published what I thought was the complete

history of old Simon and his stable of strange cameras

r"rr"til years ago [After Simon Wing Photography Was

Never Quite the Same, The Photographist, No' 102-103,

Summer-Fall1994,6-481, it was the culmination of thirty

later that day.

"Photographic Numismatics" and Jack Naylor's unfolding

of his second collection - heavy on the "Super Dags'" I

had to pass uP a talk on the Lippman color process, but

Eaton Lothrop'macle up for i t  in his "Bir thday of  the

Brownie."

Held only every three years, it was caught in some sort of
"time warp" where nineteenth century treasures
abounded and prices were better than reasonable. Well,
the bubble has burst. The show was larger than ever,
fi l l ing two rooms at the Marriott Thruway, and populated
with extremely hungry collectors and dealers.
Unfortunatel-y there was almost nothing to buy, and when
something interesting did hit the table, the price was triple
McKeozutts. Tu'o collectors fought so hard over a wooden,
European stereo camera that many people wisely left the
immediate area.

So in the end the orrly, ' thing I bor-rght was a sandwich for
lunch. But I  d id sel l  w'el l  ( in a shorv l ike th is I  could have
made a for tune just  sel l ing "Pictures" of  cameras),  and I
"disco'"'ered" a completely nerv Wing Camera. How bad
can l i fe be?
