Small Collectables, Big Bucks...in Kodak Tlucks?

Mark Macreading, a writer for lllobilia , a magazine devoted to collecting automobile 'stuff',
including toys, recently had an article on collecting Kod.ak Illoments as reflected in
miniature trucks. He points out that Winross, a major maker of die-cast miniature (and
highly collectible) trucks is located in Rochester. Winross produced their first Kodak
promotional truck in 1968, a replica of a 32-ft trailer truck with 'Kodak" on the trailer.
Since then then Winross had produced "a couple of dozen" versions.

The most controversial Kodak truck Winross produced was in 1987, a Kodak race car hauler
with a Mack cab-their first ever Winston Cup hauler. This made it the one to own when the
Winston Cup collectables took off. At one point these trucks werg being sold for over $600!

Earlier, Dinky toys had produced two Kodak trucks, one in England and one in France.
Later, Eligor, Solido and Budgie produced 1/43 scale models. In the l98o's ErtI, an American
company, produced Kodak bank trucks. These are now scarce. In the eighties, Matchbox
began to pr<lduce a Kodak trailel truck before getting a Kociak license-which they never got.
Production was stopped and it is believed 'only a hundred or so" leaked out to collectors.
Today, due to Kodak's success in racing, almost every manufacturer- Winross, Peach State,
Racing Champions, Road Champs, Etrl Action, and Matchbox has one or more Kodak
trucks.
