The world's biggestfilm manu-
facturer posted a preliminary loss
of $12 million in the October-De-
cember period, mainly because of
one-time costs to coveriob cuts.

But its results, reflecting robust
gains in the digital arena, handily
beat Wall Street forecasts.

The transition from analos to
digital imaging has been painTul:
A year ago, Kodak said it would
eliminate I2,0O0 to 15,000 iobs
by 2007, shrinking its work force
to around 50,000 from a peak of
145,300 in 1988.

In the fourth quarter, Kodak lost
the equivalent of 4 cents a share,
compared with a profit of g1 9 mil-

Digi ta l  product.revenues
swelled to $1.78 billion in the
fourth quarter, propelled by a
nearly50 percent jump in sales of
both digital cameras and photo
kiosks. In contrast, sales of tradi-
tional products tumbled 16 per-
cent to $1.98 billion.

"The key element is they are
proving thatyou can be profitable,
and quite profitable, in the digital
areaj' said analyst Ulysses Yannas
of Buckman, Buckman & Reidin
NewYork.

Kodak got "a late start in digital
photography - in my book, they
were late by at least two yearsj'
Yannas said. "They're making
up faster than expected for three
reasons:

r They always had the technol-
ory.

I They're executing better.
I There's a chalge in the mind-

set through the new people now
running the company."

Kodak is transforming
itself from analot to digital
photography. Despite
losses, revenues look good.

ROCHESIIfi, N.Y. - Eastman Kodak
Co., which tumed picture-taking
into a mass-market pastime a cen-
tury ago, is quickly making up for
a sluggish start in filmless photog-
raphy in the 21st century.

Its digital sales, which surged
40 percent in the fourth quarter,
will eclipse revenues froh film
and other iconic, chemical-based
businesses for the first time in
2005.

'You're watching a great trans-
tbrmation j' Kodak's chief executive,
Dan Carp, said Wednesday at an in-
vestors' meeting in New York.

Company executives "believed
in this in 2003" when thev un-
veiled an ambitious strategy to
accelerate Kodak's foray into digi-
