The Eastman Kodak No. 3A F olding Camera 1903-1943

With the increasing popularity of the picture posteard in the early part of the last century, the
Eastman Kodak Company of Rochester, New Yoik, ever mindiul of new maiketing sirategies,
introduced the No. SA Foiding Pocket Kodak i 1803, the first in a new series of Kodak
cameras. These cameras, using the new size No.122 film, made pictures 3%" by 5" in size,
like the standard postcard of the day. The camera could be had for a not inexpensive tum of
the ceniury cutlay of $20; and with varicus shullers and a German lense for up to $78! (itis
interesting to note that in the 1940's the last "top of the line” No. 3A Kodak retailed for $751)

The amateur pholographer could take hisfher completed roii of negatives i the comer drug
store, already established as a Kodak camera and film sales venue, or to the local
photofinisher, and request the developed pictures be returned as postcards.

Very soon an amateur p"zsﬁographer w;i'h access to a darkroom, could alse produce "home-
made" postoards using the 34" by 5% size printing paper card stock supplied by Kodak and
others. The stock was pre-printed on onie side with address and message spaces anda
stamp square. In contrast w store bought posicard views the amateur photographer could

have the new house, the spouse, the new baby, a favorite hiorse or prized pumpkin pictured on
& postcard, ready to maill

in 1514 Eastman Kodak Company introduced the "Autographic” feature, fumished on several
Kodak cameras. The No. 3A series was the first among the Kodaks with this exciusive
capability witich became so popular that Kodak sold auctographic replacement backs for use
on early 3A cameras. The photographer was able, wilhi the use of No. A-122 (auoctographic)
fitm, by way of a light-proff fim access, to enter upon a margin of the soon ic be developed
picture an inscribed comment or identification of the scene or person photographed; wiich
upon development appreared as a line of scripl. in 1918, these popular No. 2A series Kodaks
aiso became the first hand-held cameras in the World to embody a lens coupled range finder
that enhanced the accurate setling of the distance for picture taking.

The last of the Kodak No. 3A model cameras was discontinued in 1943. The size 122 film
iasted untii Apnl 1971, sixty-eight years..shy one month..from the date that the first No. 3A
Kodak was announced&
