Eastman Kodak Co. Update
by Jerry Day

Last year our WPHS newsletter reported changes
taking place at EKC. The following, gleaned from their 2003
annual report and the internet, might be of interest.

George Eastman founded the EKC Co. in [880.
In 2003 it is marketing worldwide and with sales totaling

$13.3 billion. The Company employs about 63,900 people
worldwide. However, this number will be reduced over the
next three years by 12,000 to 15,000 people in cost cutting
measures.

The company is divided into the following five
businesses: Digital and film imaging, health imaging.
commercial printing, commercial imaging, display anc
components. They plan to continue to emphasize the core
areas, which are digital and traditional imaging. In 2003 the
digital imaging business has grown to $4 billion.

Research and development of new technologies
continues to play a vital role in EKC s future. In 2003 Kodak
applied for 900 patents and was awarded 748. Some of the new
areas were in the inkjet field and organic light emitting diodes
(OLED).

Kodak. in the past year, made siX acquisiions of
companies in Health Imaging, Entertainment Imaging anc
Commercial Printing. These acquisitions were done (¢
complement their existing businesses. They acquired a 20%
stake in a film company in China. They plan to expand their
traditional film business in that country.

They state that they have exited the APS business.
but will continue to provide film for that market. The Kodak
Carousel projector business has been discontinued. They alsc
plan to divest their business in the Remote Sensing Systems.

Digital cameras showed strong growth for the
company in 2003. The increased market sales were due ic
the introduction of the new Kodak EasyShare digital cameras
and the EasyShare printer dock 6000 for home use. They
introduced the Kodak Professional DCS Pro 14n digital
camera to the professional market. The 14-megapixel image
resolution received high praise.

Kodak is tied for number one in photo quality
inkjet paper sales. They introduced the new Kodak Ultima
picture paper with ColorLast technology for longer print life.
They have made other advancements in movie film, picture
archiving, radiography, etc.

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Russian Trivia FED History
(Author unknown)
From the Bulletin, the Chicago Photographic Collectors
Society

The FED camera was produced at the Kharkov
working commune, which was created in 1927. It was started
with a work force consisting of 150 orphaned boys and girls,
the youngest of which was 13 years old. These child workers
were supervised by the Ukrainian police. FED stands for Felix
Edmundovich Dzerzhinsky, a founder of the NKVD and KGB.
The NKVD, stands for Narodny Komissariat Vnutrennih Del
which roughly translated means Interior Ministry. It all started
in June 1932 with camera production planned and based on the
Leica II that was launched in Germany in April 1932. On the
26th October 1932 the first 30 prototype Soviet Leica copies
were assembled. The following year 1933, was used to tool
up for mass production. It must be remembered that nothing
like this had ever been attempted in the Soviet Union; the
economy at this time was predominantly agricultural. On the
5th November 1933, the first prototype of the planned Leica
it copy‘ appeared and was called the Pioneer. The camera
consisted of more than 300 parts. The optics and prototype
cameras were first made at the VOOMP experimental factory
in Leningrad. Production was halted in June 1934 after less
than 500 cameras had been produced. The production was then
transferred to the Geodezia factory in Moscow where it was
planned to mass-produce the camera, which was now known
as the FAG, only a hundred examples of this camera were ever
produced. The events at the Kharkov FED factory were not
bearing fruit and the camera went into full-scale production in
January 1934, the camera now known as the FED 1 or Fedka.
