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Glowing Leica Lenses?
The following is from The Photographic Historlcal
Society and is used with.much thanks. Ed. 

-

It is no secret that Kodak made lenses that had radioactive elements, primarily for aerial
p_hotography. Now the third quarter 1996 issue of Vieu:finder, the journal of th-e Leica
Historical Society of America carries an article on radioactive L,eica lenses. The lenses
discussed have elements containing thorium oxide. Radioactivity has apparently discolored
the original clear glass t-o a pale yellowish brown. The density of discoloration is directly in
proportion to the level of radiation emitted from each lens. The lenses tested were
SummicronSO/2.O with serial numbers in the #92O,O0O area, with others as high as #g95's.
Pictures taken with the lenses produced "warm" color slides, somewhat like old film from
the sample pictures. Fear not, the radiation level is 'far less than a radium wristwatch dial"
and the lenses are safe to handle and use. The article also notes that in addition to Kodak,
other lens makers including Kilfit and Voigtlander used 'rare earth" lenses.

Polaroids Don't Have to Go AwaY

I have alwavs had a lingering nostalgia

for the oid lblding Poiaroids that first

brought instant images to the Americart
pubiic.

From the modei 95 to the l10a anC

I I0b. each model was deveioped to a higher

degree anC were beautifully crafted. As

,eocn as color Polaroid t-ilm and new camera
rnodeis'riere introcluced Poiaroid stoppec
making the film for all those cameras ifiat

were still serviceable.
The cameras languished in drawers and

finaily reached the attic since lheir trade in

value was practically zeto. T\te uPper end of

the Polaroid production, Model I l0z and

I lOb Pathfinrlers were really very fine cam-

eras wlth excellent opUcs and rnany of the

carneras had expensive conversions so pack

Polaroid film could be used. Currently
an unmodified 1lOa or I lOb can be found
for a iraction of tl'.e cost of one that has
been modified. Exclude the first Pathfinder

-l[aodei -L LQ lqcauqe !t will not worE with
sheet film. The 8O0 Modeis work well
and can purchased with case for iess than

$25. Most I iO's in mint condition run
under a hundred. BY now, it must have
occurred to **re reader that you have a "one-

shot" camera and must load ttre camera in

the dark. The results with this camera and
sheet filrn is spectacular. You have a 3 | /4
X 4 L /4 range finder folding camera!

I started my collection with two model
95's and after many years I opened t.l'.e back
of the camera. What a shame there was no
filml It suddeniy occurred to me tJ.at the
area around the film plane would accept a
sheet of film. Perhaps if I cut ttre film to the

exact size I wouid be able to shoot with the
old beaut-v. I tried an exposed 4 X 5 sheet
arrd it fit perfectly! The inage area provides
a 6 X 9 image area with round corners.

I went into tire darkroom, practiced 
"vith

the old 4 X 5 negative until i felt secure
about the lcading. With an une-rposed film

loaded in the camera, I took my first photo'

developed it in a tray and turned on the
iight. It was beauUful. Only a'rery small
strea-k of light had struck the film outside
tbe image area. ,{ny 4 x 5 emulsion could
be useri in the canrera. Load in the dark.
piacing the emuision side facin$ ttre iens,
and centering the film length'l-ise.

This is not that critica-i nor difficull.
Practice in the light first for confidence.
When the fi.Im is in place, foid the pressure
plate down onto tlle film, then the back can

be closed and locked.
Whiie atl models previously mentioned

rnay be used w'ith 4 x 5 sheet film, the
Model 800 and 150 u/itl be dealt with in

detail here. Both models use ttle EV (Expo-

sure Value) system to arrive at correct
e)<posures. To understand tJle f-stop shut-
ter speed equivalent of the numbers on the

dial setting, I have included the combina-
tions in the fotlowing chart. For exarrrple, a

setting of EV 10 w'ill set the camera at f l8'8
at | /L2 of a second. Here are the possible

combinations:
EV r0 = f  /8.8 @ r/12 SEC.
EV 14 = f / r2.5 @ 1/ 100 SEC. -
EV l I  = l /8.8 @ t /25 SEC.
EV L5 = f /17.5 @ i /1O0 SEC.
EY l '2 = f  /8.8 @ 1/5O SEC.
EV 16 = f /25 @ 1/100 SEC.
EV 13 = f  /8.8 @ 1/ 100 SEC.
EV 17 = f /35 @ I /100 SEC.

Usrng ttre Buib setting allows the use of any
f-stop selected by the EV diai. With a iittle
pracLice, I /4ttr through e^xtended e-xposure€
can be trseC.

If the meier used does not e.rpress EV,
take a reading, and select from the above
tabie the closest setting availabie. -\n EV
number. lrom meters with rhis capabilif-"",
ma1, be set directly. The carnera should be
on a tripods r,vrlh EV numbers lO. I I and
12. Shurter speeds at these settings are I/
L2, ), /25 and l/50th which couid result in
unsharp images if hirnd held.

Parhfinder Models I lOz and l10b are
superb carneras. With sharp Ysarex
L27mm f / 4.7, and a regular press t\rpe
shutter, you have a qua.litv machine. They'
are a pleasure to shoot with sheet filrn.
Recycle a Polaroid and have fun!
