COLLODION IIET PIATE PHOTOGRAPTry

One of  the best essays on the wet plate

col lodion process was a report  on the

state of  the art  by J.  Trai l l  Taylor in

the Br i t ish PhotograPhic Journal
Almanac for 1896, P75L to P786. The

art ic le is based on 45 years of  exper-

ience with the process, and is complete
to che point  of  including the detal ls

of  how to make your owrl  PYroxYl ine,
whieh dissolved in ether and alcohol ,
is  col lodion.

Quot ing Taylor:"The Process was intro-
duced as a negat ive one, but i t  was
soon discovered that by roodi fy ing the
developer very f ine direcE posi t ives

and i t  was this that  led Eo the down-
fal1 of  the Daguerreotype process; for ,
whi le col lodion posiEives,  when ski l l -
fu l ly  made, possessed equal ,  or  a lmosE
equal,  meri ts wi th even the f inest  Dag-
uerreotypes, they could be produced
with much greater s impl ic i ty,  wi th less
expense, and a shorter exposure in the
camera, whi le their  permanence is
undoubted.

The col lodion process is a very s imple
one, and when care is taken to keep the
chemlcals in good working order i t  is  a
very sensi t ive one by which negat ives
of a s ingular degree of  excel lence can
be obcained. Indeed, the product ions by
chis process have long been held up as
standards of  excel lence to which to
attain by gelat in-workers.  "

According to Taylor,  no two makers
adopt precisely the same formula for
the iodi-Zed coffodion, and a cof lodidn
wiEh noEhing more than two grains of
immonium iodide per ounce has given
excel lent  resul ts.  However,  the formula
recommended by Taylor " for  every pur-
pose" and one that I  have "k i tchen
tested" is as fo l lows:

Cadmiun Iodide
Ammonium Iodide
Cadmiurn Bromide
Ammoniurn Brouride
Erhyl  Alcohol

Dissolve in alcohol  and
ounces of  pure col lodion.

wi l l  k i l l  a dog!"  Or:  "Don' t  use a
pipette for  cyanide soluEions. Use a
graduate.  I f  you use a PiPette,  l re
wontt  have any graduates!"

The process consists of :  set  uP and
focus the camera, and when ready to
take the photograph, pour a smalI
amounc of  iodized col lodion on Ehe
plate ( t intype or ambrouyPe).  Rock the
plate to gets an even coat ing,  and pour
Ehe excess back inEo the bott le.  When
the col lodion sets in a minute or so,
place the plate in a container of
s i lver ni t rate solut ion ( in the dark-
room by safel ight)  for  about two min-
utes,  by which t ime the plate takes on
a mi lky appearance. Drain the excess
solut ion f rom the plate and load the
holder,  and make the exposure.

Return to che darkroom, remove the wec
plate f rom the l rofder ancl ,  hdlding i t
level ,  pour an ounce or so of  the
developer on the plate.  Do not imrnerse
the plate into a t ray of  developer as
with other processes. In about a
minuEe, the image- should appear.  Rinse
the plate wi th water (especial ly
important i f  using a cyanide f ix)  and
place into a t ray of  hypo Eo clear.
Wash in running water for  about 10-15
minutesr and dry.  Very careful ly spray
wiEh a c lear acryl ic (or sehel lac) to

Preserve.

When I  t r ied the process, I  used a
Recomar cype camera, and the Kodak
plate holders were very adapCable Eo
the process. I  a lso scaled down the
amouncs of  chernicals used Eo more
pract ical  I imi ts.
