Our h#y is a specidty. I bdieve a yearly sale is desire$h in a limited ffice, banlng tlpse
vnfplesale-like hrsiressos. The Show sfror.dd be limited to a maxiutrr -of tro tables each
particiibrft, l'reild in a "vCq/ cetnhd locdon wfft gr€t dstity such as hings werc ufnn it all
starbda;t thirty years ago. The show shculd be limited to antique careras of sry fdrly years
or rnore old. Cdbcting won't die but various clr-bs like Chicago artd offiers are *tlrU their levd
bestto make it so.

l'm sorry amffier year will be spent at the Fair grumds. I can rp lorger derd becalse tte
costs exceed income, However, if "cdlecting", fie center oblpct of it afl is resurected, l'll be
ftere as always.

Very concerbd and ftarldrtft.{ fime sluJd be sperfi by fE board into this malter. lfs my bdbf
ffngs can corfrinue fut certairUy rpt in the manrer thaf it is at present. Poor flanning andtack
of comopolitan fto.Eftt is he real cdpert!
