Millennium Note

On April 21, 1831, the Rochester Savings Bankwas granted a charter, making it the sixth
savi,ngs bank in NewYork State and-the first west'ofthe-tfudsorrRiver:'-It opeied as a
u'indow of the Bank of Rochester-on Saturday Evenings-to receive deposits and on
Wednesday evening of each month "for females only". By 1850 the bank had moved tg.ice
and had selected a site at the corner of West Main and Fitzhugh Street, rvhere they built a
new building to sen'e Rochester's growing population of 46,000. The nerv bank op-ened on
February 28, 1857.In 1874 the bank hired a new clerk, a Mr. George Eastman. His salary
rvas $800 per year. Mr. Eastman rose to the position of assistant bookkeeper during his
se\ren years at the bank before leaving to devote his full attention to the manufacture of
photographic plates.

It may be interesting to know that the famous Speed Graphic camera evolved from cameras
meant for bicycle touring.
The Folmer & Schwing Company originally set up to make gas ap$iances. Probably the
switch from gas to electric lighting czused them to start makirg bicycles arourd the mid
1890's. Bicycles were new than ard allthe rage. F&S was quite successfulard began selling
cameras to go along with the bicycles to take when touring. After a time they also began
making the cameras. These were light weight folding cameras called 'cycle" caneras.
By the tum of the century the camera business became bigger than the tricycle business (dus
the enthusiasm for bicycles had cooled down a bit), so, the company concentrated on
cameras. At arourd this time they came out with the famous Graflex SLR, which remained in
production for some sixty years.
About 1905 the company was acquired by Eastman Kodak and remained a division of Kodak
untilan anti-trust action around 1926, when it was made an in&pendant company again.

The followirg edited article is by member Mike Kessler who lives with the birds in lovely San
Juan Capistrano.

After a most enloyaHe family vacation in lxtapa, Mexico Mike, and wife Gladys, have flown to' Mexico City brthree days of antiquing. Here Mike picks up the story:
Fortunatdy our hotel, a cdonial-style edifice in the 'Zona Rosal was located iust ore bbck
from the main antique centerof the crty, an extensive indoor mallfilled with dozens of
interesting antique sfpps. Even better, on Saturdaythe hallways between the stpps fill rp wittr
a busiling antisle flea market. Then on Sunday, a coufle of miles and a nine cerrt bus ride
au,ay, there's an even larger, wt&or antiWe market to tempt antique freaks like us.

Three days (and an atm and a leg) laterwe had amassed a very respectable accumulation of
photographic and other treasures, incluc|ing a rare, smaller version of the French stereoscope,
tlre Taxiphote; a mint "Mqior Andre" Union Case; a parr of lovely Mexican ambrotypes, dle a
mustacfiioed dandy holclirq an ivory-teaffi walking stick; and two, matchirg, gil&d, porcelain
dates embellished wit' photographic portraits. Gla$s added a couple of bizane cooking tools
to her "ancient kitchen iron" collection, plus afah.dqus presentation album, datd 1907,
dedicated to a famous Mexican educator by his teaching staff,:

Tb best of all the "firds," however, came from one of the Anti$,te Cerrte/s shops. There, in a
gilass case filled witr hscinating "smalls,'l spotted a cluster of three, gdd watch keys clipped
onto an elegant, filigreed walch chain. Yep! Each watch key contained a Stanhope--a nude,
patntirg and a Pope. Watc*t keys are amorg the rarest of all Stanhopes, and to fird three in
ore flace is, well, almost unbelievable. Of corse they were extravagantly priced hrt my offer,
cutting the price rearly in half, was eventually accepted.

Ore key was ratrer dain, somewfut remmHirg a magc lantem in profile. Anotler took the
form of a barbell with two, chased gold spt€res gracing the ends of its inch and a quarter-long
shaft while the third ard most elaborate one presenbd a blue, enamebd grlobe on one erd
decorated wih five-pointed gold stiars, each containing a tiny "chip" diamond. On the other end
was a stpr[ gdd tube containing the Stanhof image of Fope Gregory,topped wifr a cast gold
figtre of a reclining British lion.

The best of ilp ttree, tuwever, turned o.tt to be the "dumbbell.' While examining the
workmanship witr a loupe, I discovered a ninuscule, silver buton on the side of the shaft. I
pressed it with my firgermail, and the 'hrsiress erd" of he key snapped out from one of the
golden otbs. Just s+ten I was thinking hat hings cqrldn't get much better, I decided to take a
closer bok at the image, a fire re$odtction of a framed paintirg--detailed as only a collodion
emulsion can provide-when I saw the name below the title of the pqrnting: "Dagron & Co." This
meant that he image, if rtot the wdch key itself, was made by RerE Pn^dent Dagron, the
inventor of tte Stanhope process. Thal's like firding a dagteneotype camera signed by
Da$pne. lfs or*y tte third such signed piece in on colbctisr.

So thee yut are. From bdng Sten$aled into Paradise to a Christmas assortment of
dtcfiograehic freasues in or*y ten daye Forget he Rose Bowl, forget camera shows. I say,

Answers to This Month's Mystery $uestion(s)

Henry J. Gaisman invented the Autographic back for folding Kodak cameras. He rvas also
the inventor of the Autostop razor which allowed a perrnanent single edge razor, about the
size of a Gillette razor, to be sharpened before every shave. This saved the cost of the neu,
throw-away Gillette blades and inconvenience of having to hand-sharpen a straight razor.

-The word Autographic means "self recording".
-Not convinced that it would work, the US Patent Office refused a patent.
-George Eastman offered Gaisman $10,000 for an option on the invention and choice of
either lifetime royalties or a half-million dollars to be received when the camera was ready
for sale. Not being quite sure of the future, Mr. Gaisman took $3OO,0OO cash. His relatives
are probably still unhappy. -From: Collins: The Story of Kodalc +.
