The first photographers senton assignment covered

Dry plates became available from the 18705 and
al about the same time, the half-tone printing process
was perfected in Canada and exported to the United
States and Europe, driving up the demand for pictures
for publication.

The new specialist in photography-the press
photographer—required a new type of cameéra. COne
that was hand held, robust, big enough 1o provide a
good-sized glass negative for contact printing, with
a lens that could be precisely focused, a shutler that
would freere action, and an accurate viewfinder. At
that stage, nobody had yet thought of such refinements
as a rangefinder or exposure meter or an independent
source of illumination.
