Watch out for those Shavlng IIIts ln Garage Sales...

From the pages of the Casco;de Ponoramo,, newsletter of the Cascade PHS, comes this
suspense story about Hazel and Bud Moore. The Moores live in Monroe. l.ouisiana, but bring
their RV and assorted wares to one of the nation's largest flea markets at Canton, Texas.

Wbat Ever Happened to ARGUS? A Posltlve Rcpott...

Until a few months ago, the name ARGUS seemed to have long passed tnto photographic
limbo. Having gone through the hands of many well meaning, and sometimes not so well
meaning, investors over several turbulent decades, this former pillar of the American
photographic industr5r was generally assumed to be ltterally-hlstory. Then a couple of clever
press releases informed the public that, far from lts demise, ARGUS is once again a
substanUal contributor to the American photographic scene. The fact that ARGUS even
existed would have probably been picked up by the photographic press, but the fact that it
intended to resurrect its most famous product-the ARGUS C-3-to celebrate it's Soth
a_n4iy_e_qg45y-_th4! waq_qeluql I_t 4qq g_allg for all update on,w-haUs going on at today's ARGUS.

First, it's true, a -new- C-3 is will become a reality. A letter from ARGUS president, William
J. Pearson, reports that the company has purchased of over IOOO late model C-3's which are
in the process of being completely rebuilt into -new' Soth anniversary models. He also
detailed the new ARGUS company. While it's still comparatively small, with sales Just over
$6 million dollars last year, it is far from just a fond memory of America's-photographic
past. Ivlr. Pearson is a former execuUve of Concord Camera which owned the ARGUS trade
name but had done little with it. In 1992, he purchased it and has since been developing it
into a company he wants to be known for quality products at affordable prices. A series of
handsome color sales sheets indicate he has made good strides. They list almost 50 cameras
plus digital darkroom products, underwater cases and even an ARGUS Ultra brand film.
While no camera in the line has a list price above $134, the variety is extensive. There are
pocket-sized 35's, several with panoramic options, and a clever stereo model that requires
no special processing. A line of single-use cameras includes custom-made promotional
models that collectors have already found highly desirable. These include the well known
RAGU camera plus ones for Keebler crackers and Ripley's Believe It or Not. Each ARGUS
model is designed with something that distinguishes it from similar competiilve brands.

And, yes, a history of ARGUS is in preparation. Reading parts of the the preliminary
manuscript indicates that it will contain much information not previously published.

You can enjoy brilliant 3D pictures, with
easy-to-use and affordable cuuneras. An
inexpensive Argus carnera allows users to
shoot 35 millimeter film with no special
processing and view the images in a 3D the
viewer, illuminating true stereoscopic
images.

The camera has matched 28 mm lenses
that place two slightly different images onto
a single color print. Recommended film
speeds are 20O or 4OO ASA.

The matched 28mm lenses are set to
focus from two feet to infinity. Fixed
aperture of F/9.5 produces fine results in
most situations and you will be warned
when to use the built-in flash.

There also is a special film guide inside
the Argus 3DH to help squeeze two images
onto one negative;

.A long time ago, before he and I were partners, Dale
Lampson was off to do his Saturday morning garage sales.
He lives in West Salem, isolated from the rest of civilization
(or at least Salem) by the Willamette River. As he was
heading out of West Salem, he noticed an estate sale, the type
where you had to wait in line, and they only let a few people
in at a time. He also noticed a couple of people in line who
buy cameras. Certain that there was no chance for cameras
there, he went into Salem and started hitti^g the sales.

It turned out to be a dismal day, and he was returning home
empty handed. He decided to see if there had been anything
at the estate sale. He walked through it, and as he was about
to leave, he asked the cashier if they had sold anv cameras
that moming. She said no, it is stili here. In factie was
standing right by it and hadn't even noticed it. It was an odd
design, one not familiar to him. It was g1S. He tried talking
down the price, but they were firm (although it would be hiU
price tomorrow). In the end, as "hung4r" camera buyers
usually do, he bought it.

The camera was of distinctive design, a 120 rollfilm camera
with a coupled rangefinder and a lens mounted in a leaf
shutter on a collapsing tube. Looking through the camera
books at home, it was his wife who found it first by photo in
a Wolf's BIue Book. The Roland. It priced out at over 92000
(this is a camera that has lost value over the years). This
example differed from the one in the picture in that it did not
have "Roland" silk-screened onto the front leather of the
camera. Also, the Roland was built featuring the plasmat 70l
2.7 \ens in Compur shutter. This camera had a nothing lens
in a cheap shutter. (We've had a second Roland that was
similarly equipped. Possibly the bodies were remaindered
out through a discounter with the cheaper lens and shutter
after the company failed).

Dale took the camera to California with him on a vacation.
He attended a camera show while he was there and wore the
camera around his neck. More than once he heard Japanese
buyers talking in their native tongue and caught the word
"Roland." In the end he traded it for an Ektra outfit, a Bell
and Howell Foton and a Leica copy. All in all, a good deal
for his $15, and I always felt a good story.
