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Wondering What to Do With Old Unexposed Rolls of Film?

Hobby Becomes a Mission To Recover History. Photographer Levi Bettweiser
searches in thrift shops, flea markets, auctions, and just about anywhere he might
find an old roll of undeveloped film to process in his bathroom/kitchen darkroom.
His goal in this self-funded endeavor is to uncover a bit of history— and possibly
return the film to its owner. As word of his Rescued Film Project spreads, people
from all over the world are sending him unexposed rolls of film. His greatest
“haul” was a treasure trove of thirty-one rolls of World War II photographs, all
shot by one soldier— bits of seventy year old history never before revealed. Many
of the rolls were identified by location. He makes his best effort to trace the own-
ers, helped by identification of photos he posts on social media. Bettweiser’s Res-
cued Film Project is well documented in a ten minute video that can be viewed,
along with many of the WW II photographs, at petapixel.com/2015/01/16/31-rolls

The same film can be seen at the project’s website, rescuedfilm.com, which also
has information about donating film. Processing is free to you; just print the form
and mail with the film to the address shown. “Once processed, The Rescued Film
Project will email you a digital copy of all discernible images for your personal
use. Accreditation will be included when the images are posted in the archive.”
Since Bettweiser covers the expenses personally, he adds that, “You can also help
support The Rescued Film Project even if you don't have film to contribute, with a
small donation to help cover chemical and supply expenses.”
