The Obama administration will give New Orleans $1.8 billion in a lump-sum reimbursement for  that wereschools
damaged or destroyed in the flooding after Hurricane , Senator Mary L. Landrieu, a Democrat, announcedKatrina
Wednesday. The settlement will pay for 87  campuses in the city to replace the 127 that existed before school

. The public education system in New Orleans was in the first stages of a radical overhaul before theKatrina
storm, with the creation of a state-run Recovery  District in addition to the pre-existing Orleans Parish School

 Board. Over three-fifths of the city's students now attend charter . A spokeswoman for the FederalSchool schools
Emergency Management Agency did not confirm the figure but said that a major announcement would come
later in the week.
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
