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With the FLIP video camera off, flip the sliding button to eject the USB connection on the
camera. Plug the FLIP video camera in to a USB port on the front (or back) of the computer.

videos for preview, depending upon the length of videos taken.)

Click the purple Share Videos button (on the left).

In the video thumbnail preview window, click on the Select All button (if you want to transfer all videos), or
click to select only the videos to transfer.

Top right-under Public Online Sharing, click the green Continue button.

Top right-under Upload to Other websites, click the green Continue button.

A "preparing videos" status window will be displayed.
