
FCAT Information for Author’s Purpose and Perspective

Distractors may include, but are not limited to facts and details that do not support the author’s 

purpose or represent the author’s perspective; incorrect interpretations of the author’s purpose or 

perspective; incorrect analysis or evaluation of the impact of the author’s purpose or perspective 

on the text; and plausible but incorrect distractors based on the text.
