The Environmental Communication Teaching (ECT) is a series of workshops designed to increase communication device
implementation with students in their educational environments. The training format is set up to develop skill sets of teachers,
SLPs, and para-professionals. The schedule of training sessions supports the train-the-trainer model so that local facilitators can
implement future ECT trainings.

ECT 4-Day Team Training
