MEETING: 

Tuesday, January 19, 2016 Parent, Student, and tag along meeting.  Snow date, 

Thursday, January 26, 2016.  Bring your checkbook.  Discount given if sign up and 

pay at the meeting. 

MONEY: 

Tour approximate cost $1,600 per student subject to airfare and Disney 2016 

prices.  First payment due 1/26/16 of $300.  This $300 is non-refundable and must 

be paid without the use of any fundraised funds.  Monthly payments after of $225 

(can use fundraising).  Family and friends can purchase gift certificates for your 

trip as a holiday gift.  Cards are available.  We also have donation letters that 

students can send to businesses, service organizations, and others who can make 

a tax deductible donation towards your trip.  We have plenty of fundraisers 

throughout the year to help students fundraise for the trip.  If you have financial 

difficulties and would still like to go on the trip, please contact Mrs. Volpato to 

discuss as soon as possible.   

MORE: 

Any tagalongs wishing to attend will need volunteer clearances per the 

Bethlehem Area School District Policy.  Tagalongs will have access to hotel shuttle 

to and from the parks and won’t have to keep the same schedule as the students.  

Tagalongs will not have access to the Disney workshop and will be in a different 

part of the hotel from the students for security purposes.  The Candlelight 

Processional is extremely popular and people start lining up hours in advance to 

get a good seat.  To ensure that you have a place to sit, you might want to book a 

Candlelight Dinner Package for that evening.  You make dinner reservations at 

select EPCOT restaurants and then have a separate seating area to enjoy the 

show.  Reservations can be made the end of June and the meal is an additional 

cost for the traveler.
