Introduction:

Daily sequence:

1. introduce and discuss critical questions as they relate to each section of the novel

e Who has power (and of what sort) in the community depicted in the documentary?

How does this power operate and/or change?
How is this power connected to wealth?
What is the protagonist’s attitude towards money, finances and/or wealth?
What privileges or limitations to the characters in the novel experience as a result of
their socio-economic status?

2. think/pair/share for initial group interaction
3. view one documentary per day and complete review sheets
4. group discussions and reflections

5. individual journal reflections
