interventions are 
being done 

correctly 
throughout the 

process

Fidelity measures:
-curriculum 

implementation
-assessment/PM 
(formative and 

summative)
-Instruction and 

intervention

Three tiers with 
transitions from 

instruction to 
intervention

differentiated 
curricula

delivered by staff 
other than 

teacher at more 
intense levels
