« Onlinelnstaller. downloads and installs the latest FortiClient file from the public FortiGuard Distribution Server
(FDS).

« FortiClientConfigurator. an installer repackaging tool that can be used to create custom installation packages

» RebrandingResources: resources used by the FortiClient Configurator tool for rebranding.

To uninstall FortiClient version 5.2.6, use the Application > FortiClient > Uninstaller application.
