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Introduction

This document provides a summary of new features, enhancements, support information, installation instructions
and caveats, resolved and known issues for FortiAuthenticator™ 5.0.0, build 0012.

FortiAuthenticator is a User and Identity Management solution that provides Strong Authentication, Wireless
802.1X Authentication, Certificate Management, and Fortinet Single Sign-On.

TFTP boot process

The TFTP boot process erases all current FortiAuthenticator configuration and replaces it with the factory default
settings.

Monitor settings for web-based manager access

Fortinet recommends setting your monitor to a screen resolution of 1600x1200. This allows for all the objects in
the Web-based Manager to be viewed properly without need for scrolling.

Before any upgrade

Save a copy of your FortiAuthenticator unit configuration prior to upgrading. Go to System > Dashboard > Status
and select Download Backup File to backup the configuration.

After any upgrade

If you are using the Web-based Manager, clear your browser cache prior to login on the FortiAuthenticator to
ensure the Web-based Manager screens are displayed properly.

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What's New

Before upgrading, review the following changes for impact to your unique deployment. Note that this list is not
exhaustive but highlights the major feature enhancements in this release.

New features include:

Meru Parity: Multiple Guest Portals (293130)

FortiAuthenticator now allows the configuration of custom guest portals on a per customer or per AP/Controller
basis. Portals are created from predefined templates, editable so as to allow full customization of the logos, color
scheme, and basic styling.

Meru Parity: Sponsor Portal (293131)

This feature introduces a new type of user account referred to as "Guest Users", which is akin to the existing
"Local Users" with a restricted set of attributes.

The Guest Users are created, modified, and deleted from a new submenu item under Authentication > User
Management > Guest Users.

There is a new "Sponsor” role for local and remote users. The "Sponsor” role is equivalent to an administrator with
R/W permissions to the Guest Users submenu only. This includes a new built-in "Sponsor" permissions set.

Newly created account information can be sent to user email, SMS, or printed out individually.
Common use cases might include:

« Hotel receptionists creating room accounts
« Office staff creating visitor accounts

There are three guest user creation methods:

« Express: guest user accounts generated this way only have four attributes:
e Sponsor
o Username (eight random lowercase letters—must be unique from any other existing user account)
« Password
o Expiry
o From CSV file: each line of the CSV file contains the attributes info for one guest user. The values must be
provided in the following order: <first name>,<last name>,<email address>,<mobile number>,<group>

« Manual: user attributes for each guest user are manually entered.

Meru Parity: Support RADIUS Accounting (293137)

RADIUS accounting now supports collection of accounting packets from various third party network devices.
RADIUS Accounting will allow the implementation of per-user usage profiles based on either time or bandwidth
usage.

« Statistics from collected RADIUS accounting packets is used to record and control per-user time and data usage
« Schedule-based access control has been introduced

New Challenge message to Support FTM Push for VPN Clients (408979)

There are two new Reply-Messages that FortiAuthenticator (FortiAuthenticator) can send to FortiGate (FGT) in
the RADIUS ACCESS CHALLENGE from FortiAuthenticator. Each message is prefixed by an uneditable string
followed by an editable string (i.e., replacement message in FortiAuthenticator):

1. If pushis not available, FortiAuthenticator will send Prefix: “” followed by Default Replaceable String: “Enter Token
Code”. For example; "Enter Token Code".

2. If pushis available, FortiAuthenticator will send Prefix: “+” followed by Default Replaceable String: “Choose FTM
Push or Enter Token Code”. For example:;" + Choose FTM Push or Enter Token Code".

The FTM push notification is not sent after password validation unless the end-user requests it by responding
with a blank (i.e. null string) token code to the first challenge request.

API: RADIUS attributes config for local users (417139)

The purpose of this feature is to add the ability to configure the RADIUS attributes of local users via the REST
API.

API: Enforce password history (414613)

FortiAuthenticator supports local user password update/change via REST API but, previously, no restrictions were
placed on how many times the same old password could be reused.

In 5.0, REST API can “Enforce password history”. This is required so that end-users can have direct access to
their FortiAuthenticator but are still allowed to update/change their password while the FortiAuthenticator
enforces its password history policy.

Use Case

End-users will access middleware portal and make changes to password. This middleware would then make an
API call to the FortiAuthenticator to update that end-user's password.

Custom RADIUS dictionaries (242422)

Added support for custom RADIUS VSA dictionaries. The following operations are supported from the GUI under
Authentication > RADIUS Service > Custom Dictionaries:

« Add adictionary for an new vendor (i.e. not in the built-in list)
« Update the dictionary of a built-in vendor

» Update a custom dictionary

« Delete a custom dictionary

The custom dictionaries' attributes are offered wherever RADIUS attributes can be configured. This includes:

Standardize the CLI (387330)

« Adjusted the CLI syntax to more closely match the CLI structure used by FOS. Initial setup procedure is now tree-
structured.

o Added additional, commonly-required CLI debug commands.

Certs Management: Subject Alternative Name (421131)

This feature allows the administrator to specify a value for the DNS Subject Alternative Name extension when
creating a user or local service certificate.

Extensions provided in the CSR when signing a certificate via the GUI (user or local service) or SCEP (user) are
preserved.

Image checksums

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After logging in to the web site, in the menus at the top of the page, click Download, then click Firmware Image
Checksums.

Alternatively, near the bottom of the page, click the Firmware Image Checksums button. (The button appears
only if one or more of your devices has a current support contract.) In the File Name field, enter the firmware
image file name including its extension, then click Get Checksum Code.

Upgrading from FortiAuthenticator v4.0

FortiAuthenticator™ 5.0.0 build 0012 officially supports upgrade from all versions of FortiAuthenticator 4.x.x.

Upgrading the FortiAuthenticator-3000D from 4.0.x to 4.1.x is not supported. The
workaround for this model is to upgrade from any 4.0.x version directly to 4.2.0 or

.2 higher (skipping all 4.1.x versions).
If you install 4.1.x firmware on a FortiAuthenticator-3000D it stops responding. You

can get the system running again by restoring valid firmware using the TFTP boot
process.

Firmware upgrade process
First, back up your configuration, then follow the procedure below to upgrade the firmware.

Before you can install FortiAuthenticator firmware, you must download the firmware package from the Customer
Service & Support web site, then upload it from your computer to the FortiAuthenticator unit.

Log in to the Customer Service & Support web site at https://support.fortinet.com. In the Download section of the
page, select the Firmware Images link to download the firmware.

To verify the integrity of the download, go back to the Download section of the login page, then click the Firmware
Image Checksums link.

Log in to the FortiAuthenticator unit’'s Web-based Manager using the admin administrator account.
Go to System > Dashboard > Status.

In the System Information widget, in the Firmware Version row, select Upgrade. The Firmware Upgrade or
Downgrade dialog box opens.

In the Firmware section, select Choose File, and locate the upgrade package that you downloaded.
Select OK to upload the file to the FortiAuthenticator.

Your browser uploads the firmware file. The time required varies by the size of the file and the speed of your
network connection. When the file transfer is complete, the following message is shown:

Configuration Backup

Fortinet recammends to 2ave a copy of the current configuration bafore proceading with the Srmwane upgrade.

It is recommended that a system backup is taken at this point. Once complete, click Start Upgrade.

Wait until the unpacking, upgrade and reboot process completes (usually 3-5 minutes), then refresh the page.

Special Note for Google Chrome users

There is a known bug which exists in Google Chrome versions 44 and 45 where initially
the GUI loads correctly, however after some time, pages will stop loading with the
error on the chrome debug console "Failed to load resource: net::ERR_INSECURE _
~ ?¢ RESPONSE".

This is a known issue and affects all sites using self-signed certificates and is fixed in
Google Chrome version 46. Chrome bug reference:

To work around this issue in the meantime, use a different browser or Upgrade to the
Chrome Beta Channel.

Note that there is one metric used for the number of allowed users which is Users. Local Users and Remote
Users share the same limit value. This enables Local Users or Remote Users to be equal to Users or for there to
be a mixture of user types, however, the total number of Local and Remote Users cannot exceed the Users
metric.

2 FortiToken Mobile Licenses refers to the licenses that can be applied to a FortiAuthenticator, not the number
of FortiToken Mobile instances that can be managed. The total number is limited by the FortiToken metric.

3 For the 3000E, the total number of concurrent SSO Users is set to a higher level to cater for large
deployments.

VM appliances

The FortiAuthenticator-VM Appliance is licensed based on the total number of users and licensed on a stacking
basis. All installations must start with a FortiAuthenticator VM-Base license and users can be stacked with
upgrade licenses in blocks of 100, 1,000, 10,000 and 100,000 users. Due to the dynamic nature of this licensing
model, most other metrics are set relative to the number of licensed users. The Calculating Metric column below
shows how the feature size is calculated relative to the number of licensed users for example, on a 100 user
FortiAuthenticator-VM Base License, the number of Auth Clients (NAS Devices) that can authenticate to the
system is:

100/10=10

Where this relative system is not used e.g. for static routes, the calculating metric is denoted by a *-". The
supported figures are shown for both the base VM and a 5000 user licensed VM system by way of example.
