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Rack mounting
FortiADC appliances should be installed in a restricted access location 
such as a locked data center to ensure their physical security, which is 
fundamental to your network security. 

Either place the FortiADC appliance on a flat surface, or mount it in any 
standard 19 inch (48.3 cm) rack with the rack-mount brackets. In a rack, a 
FortiADC 4000D occupies 2U (3.5 inches/8.9 cm).

You can use rack-mount brackets or sliding rails, according to your 
requirements.

Racking-mount brackets

•	2-post rack: Attach the rack-
mount brackets to the middle 
of each side of appliance so 
that its weight is distributed 
evenly.

•	4-post rack: Attach the rack-
mount brackets to the front 
of each side of the appliance 
with flanges facing outwards, 
towards the notches in the 
rack. 

Sliding rails

1.	 Install the inner rails to the chassis:

a.	 Release and detach the inner member from the slide. 

b.	 Align the screw holes of the rail and the mounting holes of the 
chassis and then attach the inner rail to the chassis.
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c.	 Repeat the above steps for the other rails on the same side (two 
inner rails need to be installed on each side).

d.	 Attach the front ear bracket (short) to the appliance.

e.	 Likewise, attach the inner rails and front ear bracket to the other 
side of the appliance chassis.

2.	 Attach the outer rail bracket to the posts of the rack:

a.	 Install the outer rail by attaching the rail bracket to the posts of the 
rack. Use two countersink screws and washers or the original rack 
manufacturer’s bracket screws.

Do not completely tighten the screws; leave them loose so that the 
middle rail can slide for adjustment.

b.	 Extend and adjust the rear bracket to meet the appropriate depth 
of the rack and install it to the rack post firmly with rack bracket 
screws.

c.	 Repeat the above steps to install the other rail to the rack.

3.	 Install the appliance to the rack:

a.	 Verify the ball bearing retainer is locked forward.

b.	 Install the system half-way into the slide rail.

c.	 Slide the release tab and push the system into the rack.
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Installing SFP transceivers
If not already installed, install the transceivers that will be used to connect 
your appliance to the network.

Caution: Do not install or remove transceivers while fiber-optic cables are 
still attached. This can cause damage to the cables, cable connectors, and 
optical interfaces. It may also prevent the transceiver from latching correctly 
into the socket.

Note: Installing and removing transceivers can shorten their life. Do not 
install or remove transceivers more than is necessary.

To install the transceivers

1.	 On the appliance’s front panel, remove the caps from the cage sockets.

2.	 Position the transceiver in front of the cage socket so that the extraction 
lever is level with the socket latch.

Note: Cage socket orientation may vary. Ensure that the transceiver 
module is correctly oriented.

3.	 Holding the sides of the transceiver, gently slide it into the cage socket.

Caution: Do not force transceivers into cage slots. Force can cause 
damage. If the transceiver does not easily slide in and click into place, 
it may not be aligned correctly or may be upside down. If this happens, 
remove the transceiver, realign or rotate it, and try again.

4.	 Press the transceiver firmly into the cage socket with your thumb until it 
clicks, indicating that it is latched.

5.	 To verify that the transceiver is latched, grasp its sides and try to pull it out 
without lowering the extraction lever.

If you can remove the transceiver, it was not latched correctly, and could 
become accidentally dislodged. Try again.

To remove the transceivers

1.	 Disconnect the fiber optic cable from the transceiver connector.

2.	 To prevent dust from entering the optical bores, insert clean plugs.

3.	 To eject the transceiver, pull the extraction lever out and down.

Tip: Instead of using your finger, try a small flat-head screwdriver.

4.	 Hold the sides of the transceiver and carefully pull it from the cage socket.

5.	 Replace the cap on the cage socket.

6.	 Put the removed transceiver into an anti-static bag.
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Connecting to FortiADC
If the appliance has a redundant power supply, connect each power cable 
to a different power source.

You can configure FortiADC for your network through a connection to 
either its web UI or command line interface (CLI). 

Connect FortiADC only to your computer until you finish setup. (If you 
place FortiADC in your network before FortiADC is set up, traffic could be 
interrupted until setup is complete.)

0. This License Agreement applies to any software library or other program which contains a notice placed by the copyright holder or other 
authorized party saying it may be distributed under the terms of this Lesser General Public License (also called “this License”).
