Downgrading to previous firmware versions

FortiAP version 6.0.2 supports downgrading to FortiAP version 6.0.1.

489994 Fixed a bug that blocked a mesh leaf FortiAP from connecting to the mesh root FortiAP when the
matched mesh SSID is selected on the leaf FortiAP

492016 Fixed a bug that delayed connect time between a FortiAP and a FortiGate when using the FQDN
of an external AP controller as deployed by FortiCloud

Added attributes to RADIUSmessages for local-standalone SSID with RADIUS authentication,
including Service-Type, Framed-IP-Address, NAS-Port, and Fortinet-WirelessController-Device-
MAC, WTP-ID, Assoc-Time.
