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To connect the FortiExtender unit:

1. Insert a supported 3G/4G modem into the USB port on the
device, either directly or using the provided USB extension
cable.

2. Insert the provided Ethernet cable into the ETH1 port on
the device.

3. Insert the other end of the Ethernet cable into a PoE LAN
port on an appropriate FortiGate, FortiWiFi, or FortiSwitch
device.
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4. Optionally, if you are not using PoE, plug the optional
power adapter into the rear of the unit then into an
appropriate electrical outlet.

5. By default, FortiExtender configuration is hidden in the
FortiGate Web-based Manager. Enable it using the
following commands in the FortiGate Command Line
Interface (CLI):

config system global

set fortiextender enable

set wireless-controller enable

(CAPWAP) service must be enabled on the port to which
the FortiExtender unit is connected using the following CLI
commands:

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Configuring Your Device

The FortiExtender unit is designed to require no configuration
in most networks. Once linked, the FortiGate will automatically
control the FortiExtender unit and its modem via a CAPWAP
tunnel. Automatic configuration works if the unit is on the same
layer 2/3 network and subnet as the FortiGate or FortiWiFi unit.

If the FortiExtender’s IP address cannot be determined
automatically, or if the network uses static IP addresses, it can
be configured to use a static IP address.
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To automatically enable the FortiExtender:

1. Connect the FortiExtender unit as described in “Connecting
Your Device” on page 6, the unit will request an IP
address from the DHCP server.

2. In the FortiGate Web-based Manager, go to Network
> FortiExtender and select Authorize for the the added
FortiExtender.

3. Once the device has been authorized, select Configure
Settings to configure the FortiExtender settings as needed.

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To enable the FortiExtender with a static IP address:

1. Connect the FortiExtender unit to a separate private switch
or hub, or directly to your management computer via a
cross-over cable.

2. Configure the management computer to be on the same
subnet as the internal interface of the FortiExtender unit by
changing the IP address of the management computer to
192.168.1.1 and the netmask to 255.255.255.0.

“work that uses the Library”, as object code and/or source code, so that the user can modify the Library and then relink to produce a modified executable
containing the modified Library. (It is understood that the user who changes the contents of definitions files in the Library will not necessarily be able to
recompile the application to use the modified definitions.)

b) Use a suitable shared library mechanism for linking with the Library. A suitable mechanism is one that (1) uses at run time a copy of the library already
present on the user’s computer system, rather than copying library functions into the executable, and (2) will operate properly with a modified version of
the library, if the user installs one, as long as the modified version is interface-compatible with the version that the work was made with.

c¢) Accompany the work with a written offer, valid for at least three years, to give the same user the materials specified in Subsection 6a, above, for a charge
no more than the cost of performing this distribution.

d) If distribution of the work is made by offering access to copy from a designated place, offer equivalent access to copy the above specified materials
from the same place.

11. If, as a consequence of a court judgment or allegation of patent infringement or for any other reason (not limited to patent issues), conditions are
imposed on you (whether by court order, agreement or otherwise) that contradict the conditions of this License, they do not excuse you from the conditions
of this License. If you cannot distribute so as to satisfy simultaneously your obligations under this License and any other pertinent obligations, then as
a consequence you may not distribute the Library at all. For example, if a patent license would not permit royalty-free redistribution of the Library by all
those who receive copies directly or indirectly through you, then the only way you could satisfy both it and this License would be to refrain entirely from
distribution of the Library.

If any portion of this section is held invalid or unenforceable under any particular circumstance, the balance of the section is intended to apply, and the
section as a whole is intended to apply in other circumstances.

12. If the distribution and/or use of the Library is restricted in certain countries either by patents or by copyrighted interfaces, the original copyright
holder who places the Library under this License may add an explicit geographical distribution limitation excluding those countries, so that distribution
is permitted only in or among countries not thus excluded. In such case, this License incorporates the limitation as if written in the body of this License.
13. The Free Software Foundation may publish revised and/or new versions of the Lesser General Public License from time to time. Such new versions
will be similar in spirit to the present version, but may differ in detail to address new problems or concerns. Each version is given a distinguishing version
number. If the Library specifies a version number of this License which applies to it and “any later version”, you have the option of following the terms
and conditions either of that version or of any later version published by the Free Software Foundation. If the Library does not specify a license version
number, you may choose any version ever published by the Free Software Foundation.
