Connecting to FortiWeb

FortiWeb appliances should be installed in a restricted access location
such as a locked data center to ensure their physical security, which is
fundamental to your network security. Either place the FortiWeb appliance
on a flat surface, or mount it in any standard 19 inch (48.3 cm) rack with
the rack-mount brackets. In a rack, a Fortiweb 4000D occupies 2U

(8.5 inches/8.9 cm). If the appliance has a redundant power supply, each
power cable should be connected to a different power source.

You can configure FortiWeb for your network through a connection to
either its web Ul or command line interface (CLI).

Connect FortiWeb only to your computer until you finish setup. (If you
place FortiWeb in your network before FortiWeb is set up, traffic could be
interrupted until setup is complete.) Deployment instructions are in the
FortiWeb Administration Guide. One basic network topology is below.

¢) You must cause the whole of the work to be licensed at no charge to all third parties under the terms of this License.

d) If a facility in the modified Library refers to a function or a table of data to be supplied by an application program that uses the facility, other than as an argument
passed when the facility is invoked, then you must make a good faith effort to ensure that, in the event an application does not supply such function or table, the facility
still operates, and performs whatever part of its purpose remains meaningful.

A suitable mechanism is one that (1) uses at run time a copy of the library already present on
the user’s computer system, rather than copying library functions into the executable, and (2) will operate properly with a modified version of the library, if the user
installs one, as long as the modified version is interface-compatible with the version that the work was made with.

¢) Accompany the work with a written offer, valid for at least three years, to give the same user the materials specified in Subsection 6a, above, for a charge no more
than the cost of performing this distribution.

d) If distribution of the work is made by offering access to copy from a designated place, offer equivalent access to copy the above specified materials from the same
place.

e) Verify that the user has already received a copy of these materials or that you have already sent this user a copy.

For an executable, the required form of the “work that uses the Library” must include any data and utility programs needed for reproducing the executable from it.
However, as a special exception, the materials to be distributed need not include anything that is normally distributed (in either source or binary form) with the major
components (compiler, kernel, and so on) of the operating system on which the executable runs, unless that itself ies the It may hap-
pen that this requirement contradicts the license restrictions of other proprietary libraries that do not normally accompany the operating system.
