Print Awareness
(Concepts About/Of Print, CAP, COP)

“The basis for knowledge of letters and the
alphabetic principle is knowledge of the
mechanics of the printed word, or concepts
about print. This includes knowing that
printed text carries a linguistic meaning, that
there is a correspondence between printed
and spoken words, and that text in English
runs left-to-right and top-to-bottom on a

page.”



Knowledge of the Alphabet
(Letter Knowledge)

Letter knowledge is “the ability to recognize
and manipulate the units of the writing
system. In English, these units are the letters
of the alphabet. Knowing the names of
letters is not what is crucial here (although
most children learn to distinguish letters by
learning letter names); rather, what is
important is being able to reliably recognize
each of the letters.”
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
