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Please use letter format when you write your
feedback to the presenter.

It's OK to reflect diverse views about the lesson
In your discussion. Differing viewpoints help us
to grow and clarify our own pedagogy. In other
words, we didn't all respond in the same way
and that’s to be expected.

It's critical to be honest, but also thoughtful,
respectful, and specific in your feedback. No
lesson is perfect. We improve when feedback
IS provided in a caring and sensitive manner.

Take turns being the scribe. Thisis a
challenging job, and everyone should get a
chance to do it.
