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CCK – knowing if an 
answer is correct, 
knowledge of definitions 
and procedures

PCK – knowing the 
most useful ways of 

representing and 
formulating the 

subject in order to 
make it 

comprehensible to 
others

SCK – knowing more 
math than CCK but 
distinct from PCK 

Horizon Knowledge –
‘mathematical 
peripheral vision’
