Thesis supervisor schedules defense upon approval of first
draft. This will be a specific day and time at least 10 days before
library submission deadline)

Minimum of 1 month prior to defense date

Meet with library formatting personnel for format review of
your thesis draft—schedule this meeting in advance

Minimum of 10 days prior to defense date

Primary thesis supervisor approves and submits final draft of
MS thesis to the graduate committee for reading and
evaluation
