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Skills Outline
All transdisciplinary skills will be practiced throughout the process of the Exhibition. Students will

practice their social skills by listening éarefully to one anothér, sharing materials, assuming their
share of responsibility and making group decisions. They will use communication skills when
listening to directions, recording information and observations and when presenting their work to an
audience.. Students will also be using research skills to collect data and acquire the

information about their chosen topic. The Exhibition requires that students do a considerable

amount of independent work, therefore, they must exercise self-management skills.

Examples of Learning Engagements

Language Integration

e Students will be doing a considerable amount of reading in order to acquire information.

e They will need to be able to paraphrase all information obtained and show academic honesty by
correctly citing all sources they use. They will apply their understanding of a range of text forms,
by presenting their work in a variety of formats, including reports, poems and journal entries.

e As well as gaining information from books and the internet, students will need to make
arrangements to speak to people in the community who are familiar with the topic. They may
need to develop gquestionnaires and surveys and perform interviews.

e Students will be working on oral presentation skills in preparation for their Exhibition.

Maths focus

e Students will continue with measurément, mainly mass, wéight, volume and capacity.

¢ They will revisit as well as extend their knowledge of multiple digit multiplication and division.

e Students will investigate data handling and learn the different methods of calculating
averages; mean, median, mode and range. They will use data handling throughout the

Exhibition proecess—collecting, analyzing and presenting.information.
