This unit focuses heavily on communication, self- 

management and social skills. Throughout the 

unit, opportunities will be given for the students 

to practice their interpersonal skills and be a re-

sponsible member of their learning community. 

 

Self-management: codes of behaviour - Knowing 

and applying appropriate rules; informed choices; 

selecting an appropriate course of action.  

 

Social Skills: resolving conflict - Being fair; acting 

reasonably in the situation; accepting responsibil-

ity - Being willing to assume responsibility. Re-

specting others - Making decisions based on fair-

ness.
