Maths Integration

Since trade and money are two topics that go hand in hand, we will be learning about fractions,
decimals and percentages. This will involve extending the students’ knowledge of multiplication
and division. The students will be relating their learning to the real world when playing the online
game “Lemonade Stand”, as well as comparing prices between the produce at Lulu’s supermarket
and those of a local farm we plan on visiting. Children will be handling money when they plan and

execute the Grade 5 rummage sale.

Art Integration

IT Integration
