Writing Mechanics 

Errors in grammar, 
capitalization, punctuation or 
spelling distract from 
readability. 

Many errors in grammar, 
capitalization, punctuation or 
spelling.

No errors in grammar, capitalization, 
punctuation or spelling. 

 
Animation/Transition 
(For PowerPoint) 

Much of the animation is 
unrelated to content. 
Too much animation which 
distracts the audience 
Inappropriate slide 
transition. 

Some of the animation is 
unrelated to content. 
Some of the animation 
distracts the audience. 
Transitions distract from the 
presentation.    

Animation helps audience 
understand the flow of 
content. 
Transitions help to enhance 
presentation. 

Animation creates an overall theme 
and makes connections that help the 
audience understand the concepts. 
Transitions greatly enhance 
presentation.
