About our Earth Day event
In 2004, the Michigan Department of
Environmental Quality (MDEQ) hosted its
first Earth Day celebration at Constitution
Hall in downtown Lansing.  MDEQ
partnered with the Michigan Department
of Agriculture (MDA) and statewide
environmental organizations to offer
hands-on, educational activities and
displays to school age children from
across Michigan.

Since that inaugural celebration, the
state’s Earth Day event has grown. Last
year, over 2,500 participants, with more
than 30 school groups and 14 partnering
organizations, enjoyed over 50 activities
and displays, including live animal
exhibits, performing arts demonstrations,
and an Earth Day poster contest.
