1990s: Privatization Movement
-Vouchers, charter schools, and homeschooling develop as a
free-market response to educational reform.

1984 - 1987: “Nation At Risk” Report

-Shifted education priorities to an economic
standpoint to raise standards and graduation
requirements to compete in a global economy;
students seen as human capital.

1993: Annenberg Grant

-Largest private grant given to reform
public urban schools in Philadelphia, New
York, Detroit, Chicago, and Los Angeles.
