SAMR by Ruben Puentedura, Ph.D.

From the work of Ruben Puentedura, Ph.D. — The SAMR Model of Technology Integration

e Substitution: Technology simply substitutes non-digital tools with no functional change

e Augmentation: Technology substitutes non-digital tools with some functional improvement

e  Modification: Technology provides significant task redesign

e Redefinition: Technology allows for previously inconceivable tasks
Substitution and Augmentation provide enhancement. Modification and Redefinition provide transformation. You can
