Simple Apple Pie

1 tube of refrigerator biscuits (10 in a tube) Q ’
3 apples

cinnamon
sugar

1. Preheat oven to 350 degrees.
2. Peel apples. Chop apples into small pieces.
3. Open tube of biscuits. Flatten 2 biscuits.

4. Place about 1 tablespoon of apple in the middle of flatten biscuit.
Sprinkle with a small amount of sugar and cinnamon.

5. Place a biscuit on top of the apples. Use a fork to seal around the 2
biscuits. Place each pie on a cookie sheet.

6. Bake at 350 degrees for 10-12 minutes.
7. Cool slightly before eating.
Yield: 5 apple pies

Note: You can mix a frosting using powdered sugar and milk. Drizzle over
the slightly cooled pies.
