Your paper must incorporate MLA style parenthetical references and a MLA style Works
Cited page to properly document your information sources.

Requirements

e The paper must be a minimum of 5 paragraphs with an effective introduction,
three body paragraphs, and concluding paragraph. You may write more than
three body paragraphs.

e The traditional paper element should be 3-5 double-spaced pages.

e No more than one direct quote (any information copied word for word) may be
used in each paragraph.

e All paraphrased material (information that you find in your research that is not
common knowledge) must be cited with parenthetical references.

e The paper must follow all format and documentation elements of MLA style.

e The paper must be typed and double-spaced with 1 inch margins/MLA style.

o We will use NoodleTools to create at least 10 electronic notecards and our
Works Cited page.
