Then rewrite the question with the ONE sign. Solve the question.
Its helpful to think about a thermometer.

Question 5
A) (+6) - (112)=
~ (signs are different so replace with ONE NEGATIVE SIGN)

Rewrite the question with the NEW sign.

(+6) - 12 = Think about temperature. If it's +6 outside and the temperature drops 12 degrees, what is the new
temperature?
