Algeblocks 2nd Edition includes powerful resources for the Interactive Whiteboard.  
These Interactive Whiteboard resources are included on the CD-ROM that 
accompanies the new Algeblocks 2nd Edition Teacher’s Resource Guide.  Algeblocks 
Interactive Whiteboard resources are files that require Promethean ActivStudio or 
ActivInspire software.  These software resources can be used with any Interactive 
Whiteboard brand and are free to download and use from Promethean Planet. 
 
Step 1 – Algeblocks Interactive Whiteboard Resources requires the installation of 
Promethean ActivStudio or ActivInspire.  If either of these programs are already 
installed on your computer or network, skip to Step 13.

Step 3 – Hover your mouse pointer over “Support” to access a list of menu options. 

 
 
Step 4 – Click on User Guides & Docs. 

 
 



Step 5 – Click on ActivInspire Quick Start Guide to download – please print or save 
this document.  This contains valuable information on installing/using ActivInspire.  

 
 
Step 6 – Hover your mouse pointer over “Support”, then click on “ActivInspire”. 

 
 



Step 7 – Click on “Download ActivInspire”. 

 
 
Step 8 – Select the language you wish ActivInspire to support. 

 
 
 



Step 9 – Click on “Download Version 1.4”. 

 
 
Step 10 – Select the operating system you are using:  Window, Mac, or Linux.  Then 
click “Download Version 1.4”. 

 
 



Step 11 – Complete the required survey, then click “Submit Form”. 

 
 
Step 12 – Click “Run” when prompted and follow the instructions for installing 
ActivInspire.  Refer to the “ActivInspire QuickStart Guide” for additional help. 

 
 



Step 13 – Insert the CD into your computer’s CD-ROM drive.  If the Algeblocks 
CD-ROM main menu automatically appears, go to Step 17. 
 
Step 14 – If the CD-ROM does not auto start, locate the drive on your computer and 
double-click to view the CD-ROM files.

Step 16 – Double click on the “Index” file.  

 
 
Step 17 – Algeblocks CD-ROM main menu launches. 

 
 
 



Step 18 – Click on the Virtual Activity Cards menu option. 

 
 
Step 19 – A list of the IWB Resources appears.  Six sets of Algeblocks Activity Cards 
are organized by topic. 

 
 



Step 20 – Two versions of the IWB resources are available – depending upon which 
Promethean software you are running.  If you already had Promethean software 
installed, check to see if you are running ActivStudio or ActivInspire.  If you just 
downloaded and installed Promethean software through 
www.prometheanplanet.com, you are using ActivInspire.   

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



Step 21 – Select which Activity Card set you would like to access, and then select the 
appropriate version based on the Promethean software you are using.  Click on the 
red arrow to access the Activity Card set.  E.g. ActivInspire version of Exploring the 
Models. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 



Step 22 – Click “Open” to run the file directly from the CD-ROM.   

 
 
Step 23 – To use the free version of ActivInspire, click “I accept the terms of this 
license”, and then click “Run Personal Edition”. 

 



Step 24 – Click “Close” on the ActivInspire Dashboard and your ready to access the 
Algeblocks activities and Virtual Manipulatives. 

 
 
Step 25 – To access the Main Menu of activities, click anywhere on the cover slide. 

 
 



Step 26 – 16 activities are available to choose from in each Activity Card set.  Click 
on the desired Activity Card name. 

 
 
Step 27 – The Activity Card is revealed. 

 
 



Step 28 – To access the answer key, click “Answer”.  A PDF of the answers appear.  
Close the Answer Key page when finished and return to the Activity Card. 

 
 
Step 29 – You can access all Algeblocks Virtual Manipulatives and Workmats 
through any Algeblocks Activity Card to demonstrate and model algebra concepts. 

 



Step 30 –Simply drag Algeblocks manipulatives onto the workmat.  An unlimited 
number of Algeblocks are available. 

 
 
Step 31 – Use the ActivInspire Toolbox to select different writing, erasing, 
highlighting, selection tools, etc. 

 



Step 31 – Click on the hidden window to directly access a specific slide in the file. 

 
 
Step 32 – Scroll and click on any slide to directly access its’ contents. 

 
 
 



Step 33 – “XYZ” and “Rotate” buttons allow for three dimensional manipulations. 

 
 
Step 34 – The “Rotate” button provides the ability to spin Algeblocks manipulatives 
on the workmats, changing their left/right orientation.  Click once on the 
manipulative you wish to reorient, the tap the “Rotate” button. 

 



Step 35 – The “XYZ” button provides the ability to change Algeblocks 
manipulatives so they rest on a different side. 

 
 
Step 36 – Click once on the manipulative to select it, then tap on the “XYZ” button. 

 
 



Step 37 –Close the file when finished. Access the CD-ROM for additional activities.
