 Tell​ ​about​ ​the​ ​(a)​ ​main​ ​character/person.​ ​Do​ ​not​ ​focus​ ​on​ ​the​ ​physical​ ​and​ ​the​ ​obvious.​ ​​Tell​ ​how​ ​this 
character/person​ ​changed​ ​throughout​ ​the​ ​story​.​ ​What​ ​happened​ ​to​ ​him/her​ ​to​ ​cause​ ​this​ ​change,​ ​etc.?​ ​You​ ​can​ ​include 
the​ ​obvious​ ​information​ ​(family​ ​background,​ ​physical​ ​traits​ ​etc.),​ ​but​ ​don’t​ ​stop​ ​there.​ ​Use​ ​pictures​ ​and​ ​words​ ​to​ ​convey 
this​ ​information.​ ​Be​ ​prepared​ ​to​ ​talk​ ​about​ ​your​ ​connection​ ​to​ ​this​ ​individual.
