Side Panel 2: MEMORABLE QUOTE
Write a memorable quote on this panel. Include who said it and be prepared to explain why it is important. Draw or find a
picture to illustrate the quote.

You can
use toys, modeling clay, pictures, or anything else that may represent something important from the story (NO WEAPONYS).
