CLIMATE 

Because Australia is bisected by the 
Tropic of Capricorn, Northern and 
Southern Australia vary in their 
seasons. The North enjoys a tropical 
climate and is generally classified as 
hot and wet. Southern Australia has a 
temperate climate, not only reaching hot 
and dry temperatures, but also cold 
winters. Although Australia is not 
known for it’s winter season, snow fall 
in the South creates beautiful 
snowcapped mountains. Overall, the 
temperature ranges from 56℉ to 84℉ 
throughout the year.

LOCATION AND SETTING

Although the world’s smallest continent 
(roughly the size of the US), Australia is 
a breathtaking island continent located 
between the South Pacific and Indian 
Oceans. Western Australia consists of 
the Western Plateau and is generally 
flat, with high mountain ranges 
dispersed along the coast. To arrive in 
the densely populated highlands of 
Eastern Australia, you must first cross 
the vast Central Lowlands. Still, most 
know Australia for The Great Barrier 
Reef that protects the northeastern 
coast. Although most of Australia is dry 
and barren, tourists enjoy the beautiful 
coastlines, arid outback, and high 
mountains throughout the year.

Although the predominant language is 
English, a variety of accents, phonetics, 
and slang attribute to many languages 
being spoken.

(native) languages were spoken. But due to 
persecution and the dying out of many 
tribes, only twenty are still spoken.
