We will be using our Rhymes & Times program to help all 

students learning abilities.  This multiplication method uses visual, audi-

tory, and kinesthetic strategies to help every child remember their math 

facts.   The classes love learning the rhymes so make sure to ask your 

child as often as possible to recite some for you.

English: 

Language Arts 
SOL 3.5 states that 

third graders should un-

derstand the basic plots 

of myths, fables, trick-

ster, and pourquoi tales.   

While reading to and 

with your child at home, 

try to focus on some of 

these: 

Myths—Traditional sto-

ries that explain people’s 

views, practices, beliefs, 

or natural phenomenon.  

Examples:  stories of the 

Greek gods and god-

desses. 

Fables—Stories that are 

usually short and teach a 

lesson or moral. 

Example: Tortoise and 

the Hare 

Trickster Tales:  Sto-

ries in which one charac-

ter tries to trick another 

but gets tricked by his 

own tricks. 

Example:  Anansi stories 

Pourquoi:  Stories that 

tell how or why some-

thing has come to be.  

(usually in nature) 

Example: Why Mos-

quito’s  Buzz in People’s 

Ears (our reading series 

book) 

Abbreviations:  Mister= Mr. , 

Street= St. ,  Doctor= Dr.   

As well as… 

The days of the week: 

Sunday = Sun.     Monday =  Mon. 

Tuesday = Tues.               

Wednesday = Wed. 

Thursday = Thurs.  

Friday= Fri. 

Saturday = Sat.
